MEETING MINUTES
Thursday, April 3, 2008

I. Call to order
Chairman, Joe Carreiro called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

II. Roll call of members present
The following members were in attendance:
Linda Glaum, Joe Carreiro , Sheila Brova,  Nancy Bartley, Diana Urbanski and 
Donna Archambault.

III. Approval of minutes from March 6th meeting.
Minutes were reviewed and chairman, Joe Carreiro made a motion to accept the 
minutes.  The motion was seconded by Nancy Bartley. Linda Glaum abstained. 
The motion was approved and the minutes were accepted.

V. Old Business / Report on Previous Business. 

A. Youth Association Letter – Follow-up.  Joe says we have not 
heard back from Marsh Creek and Kimberton. Letter received 
from LYA stated 300 or more kids in program.  LYA broke data 
down by sport and season.  Lisa Lacroix asked if a child is 
counted twice if in two sports.  It was decided that it shouldn’t 
matter because a child would still be using a field space if they 
played in 2 or more sports. GEYA fall program has 80 
residents, spring program has 90 residents.  DARC letter is 
with Diana Urbanski – they requested an adult sized 
baseball/softball field be considered.   Rob Kocher asked to 
include a chart showing number of participants by Recreation 
League.

C. Pine Creek Park Field – LYA; Township approved the practice 

field.  Someone pulled the stakes out and left it unmarked. 
Joe Carreiro said LYA restaked the field.  Joe sent a letter to 
Dorothy Foster introducing himself and stating our intent.  Also 
asked when the work day for the practice field will take place. 
Discussion ensued whether public works can supervise this. 
BOS tabled the discussion of hiring a Park Manager to 
oversee and maintain the parks and trails.  Suggestion made 
to ask township residents? to help work on the new practice 
field.  
1. Buffer required on side of new practice field that borders 

private property.  Diana made a motion to recommend 
that the BOS purchase and install 20 evergreens to buffer 
the new field from the private property along the fence. 
Nancy Barley to look at the site and make a 
recommendation of type and placement of trees.  Sheila 
Brova seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

D. Windolph Knoll Status and 537 Preliminary Plan; Decision is 
forthcoming.

E. Forest Stewardship Plan-  N/A, Darin not present.
F. Purchasing signs to identify WPT Lands -   Discussion on 

different signs.  Park land boundary signs, and sign strategy 
for standardizing signs – style, material, etc.  Need different 
price points.  Diana recommended post signage at entrance of 
trails that would designate use of the trail with icons;   We want 
it to blend but we want it to be visible and recognizable and 
resistant to vandalism.  Rob Kocher suggests that the trails 
committee make the recommendation—part of the Natural 
Land Trust.  Diana to go online and review sign types and 
prices.  Bring suggestions to next meeting.  Sheila to take 
pictures at surrounding parks.  Suggestion made by Paul 
Dowie to ask the Chester Springs Art Studio whether they 
could help design or make signs.   Also a possible Eagle Scout 
Project.  

G. PA Grants - $50 Million Available;   N/A Darrin not available.
H. Feb 17th  letter to Robert Shemonsky from LYA stating that they 

are not limiting the registration of West Pikeland to 150 
children in June 2008 because we are going to act in good 
faith to give them an additional one ½ fields.  We have to move 
forward with a field for LYA but we don’t want to recommend 
spending resources until the Windolph Knoll property is 
resolved.  Members to come to next meeting with ideas of how 



to proceed given each of the possible outcomes of the Windolf 
Knoll decision.  A recommendation on how to accommodate 
LYA’s expectation and the needs of all children in our township 
must be made by the next P&R meeting.   

VI. Linda Glaum made a motion to accept old business.   Sheila Brova 
seconded this motion.  All were in favor.

VII. New Business.

A. Spring Special Events – The former Spring Fling has been 
changed to a fall festival.  Intent is to have PCP spruced up, 
and place an emphasis on our new focus on trails with maps 
available and new trail signs posted.  Possibly could be 
targeted as a Halloween event.  This should be added to the 
action items.

B. PCP – Field Prep;   Already discussed above.
C.  West Pikeland Trail Committee – Darrin not present.  Lisa 

Lacroix, who is on this committee, said that they will begin 
walking the trails, taking pictures, reviewing bridges, etc. 
Need to get permits from DEP.  This committee is under P&R 
and Planning.  Lisa is going to do the leg work of reviewing the 
trails.  Joe suggests that they put together a mission statement 
for a short and long term goal.  Diana told her to contact Jeri 
Diesinger to forward volunteer list to Lisa.  Lisa to have her 
committee attend the P&R meetings and make a report and 
will forward their minutes to our secretary, Sheila Brova. 
Suggested to Lisa to start with planning trails at PCP and 
consider where and what signs you would need.  Lisa said that 
they would definitely want signs at the trail heads.

D. Friends of West Pikeland Parks-   Joe said that BOS approved 
our recommendation for this volunteer group.  Need to gather 
names of those who would want to help – Jeri has that list.

E. Results of Motions presented to BOS by P&R at last BOS 
meeting – All were discussed, park manager, Pickering Grove. 
P&R asked for a scope by Yerkes for Windolph Knoll and 
Pickering Grove, BOS stated we should wait to get an 
approval of Windolph Knoll before we can make a motion to 
have Yerkes review this property. Yerkes to provide scope for 
Pickering Grove as requested.

VIII. Linda Glaum made a motion to accept new business.  Nancy Bartley 
seconded this motion.

IX. Adjournment.
